 The training program focused on the convergence of Artificial Intelligence (AI) and the 

Internet of Things (IoT)—two critical technologies transforming various sectors like 

agriculture, healthcare, and smart infrastructure. Over the course of the workshop, students 

were introduced to foundational concepts in IoT architecture, sensor networks, AI 

integration, and real-world applications of intelligent systems. Participants were also trained 

in using AI tools and Machine Learning (ML) frameworks to create intelligent, data-

driven systems. 

 The sessions were led by Jyotirmoy Deka, & Rajesh Yadav a resource person with 

expertise in AIoT systems and embedded intelligence. He guided students through practical 

demonstrations, hands-on exercises, and project-based learning that encouraged critical 

thinking and innovation. Emphasis was placed on enabling students to design AI-integrated 

IoT solutions using accessible hardware and software platforms. 



 A total of 50 students participated in the workshop, of which 30 were from the Scheduled 

Caste (SC) category. All students received certificates of participation, recognizing their 

successful completion of the course. The event highlighted the commitment to inclusive 

technology education, offering opportunities for underrepresented communities to build 

future-ready skills.
